Professor Leora Bar-el pabérjade sin tjdinstgéring hos oss den 1 augusti 2023, och kommer att
fortséitta fram till den 31 maj 2024. PG grund av en fér denna typ av drende ovanligt IGng (men just
nu vanligt férekommande) handldggningstid pa Migrationsverket, vilket senare férklarades av att
drendet inte hade tilldelats en handldggare, inleddes hennes arbete med en férsening.

Stephen Zunes kommer pabérja sin tjéinstgéring 1 januari 2024, men kommer troligen inte att vara
tillgdnglig fysiskt pa plats férrén i mitten av januari.

Stephen Zunes dr professor i “politics” vid University of San Francisco. Han specialiserar sig pa
amerikansk utrikespolitik | relation till ménskliga rdttigheter, respektive civilt motstdnd och icke-
valdsstrategier mot auktoritéra regimer. Hidr kommer han pd institutionen att presentera forskning
och medverka som féreldsare pd kurser. Zunes avser ocksa hdlla offentliga féreldsningar om sina
specialomrdden.

In our view Professor Zunes strongly fulfils the requirements and profile for the Torgny
Segerstedt's visiting professorship since the values and research interest of Zunes are clearly
focused on human rights, democratization, freedom and antiracism, with a specialization regarding
the role and participation of ordinary people, social movements and activists.
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We think it would greatly gain the Faculty of Social Science in general if Professor Zunes took on
the visiting professorship since, besides the research specialization of our department, also the
School of Global Studies and the Department of Political Science have a strong interest and
research on different aspects of civil society actors and their role in globalization, development,
political change and democratization. We, for example, believe that the research group on Power,
Resistance and Social Change at the School ofGlobal Studies has research interests very close to
Professor Zunes'. There will therefore be many possibilities to have joint seminars, panels, and
research project discussions together.

As is evident from Professor Zunes' project plan, the planned period of stay is the spring semester
of 2024. Apart from consolidating research ties and building possible future research collaboration
on dimensions of resistance and contentious politics, The Department of Sociology and Work
Science will also benefit from contributions by Professor Zunes through collaboration on the
planned new iteration ofthe PhD course "New perspectives on social movements and social change,
power and resistance" together with several scholars at the department linked to the CSM-RESIST
research milieu. Zunes will also be available for contributions with lectures to undergraduate
courses, such as the course "Local and Global Social movements" at the departmentofSociology
and Work Science and will make himself available to contribute also to courses at other
departments. Professor Zunes also plans to present his research both in academic settings at the
Faculty of Social Science, as well as in public lectures and a one-day civil society workshop on
movement building (see research plan). It is already clear from Zunes' CV that he has an
outstanding record of engaging in public discussions and mass media, commenting on current
intemational politics and events, related to his research in different outlets. Such active
participation in public debates is one of the areas where we feel that our department would like to
get more inspiration and creative ideas from Professor Zunes. We generally look forward to hosting
Professor Zunes at our department and have great hopes that he will make inspiring contributions
also to the day-to- day activities of the department.
